EVENING AND WEEKEND COURSES 

Examinations for off-campus and evening courses will be held at the regularly scheduled course 
meeting time between Saturday, December 9, 2023, and Friday, December 15, 2023. 

DAY COURSES 

Use the Semester Course Start Time of the Examination Schedule below to determine the day 
and time for your exam. 

EXAMPLE 1: For classes meeting on Monday, Wednesday and Friday from 11:00 a.m. – 11:50 
a.m. during the semester, the exam will be on Wednesday, December 13, 2023 from 10:00 a.m. – 
11:50 a.m. 

EXAMPLE 2: For classes meeting on Tuesday and Thursday from 9:30 a.m. – 10:45 a.m. 
during the semester, the exam will be on Monday, December 11, 2023 from 10:00 a.m. – 11:50 
a.m. 

If any student has more than two (2) final examinations scheduled on any one day, the student 
may request that the last scheduled exam (or exams if more than three) be rescheduled for 
another time period during Final Examination Week.  Students must request a rescheduled exam 
from the instructor no later than the 13th week of the semester.  The instructor may reschedule 
the exam for any regular time period during Final Examination Week, as long as this does not
